Helping to develop and implement the project's action plan, including outlining the
tools and media format that will be used, creating questionnaires for the interview
process, incorporating best practices regarding interviews and testimonials, and
ensuring that ethical guidelines are in place.

The journalist will also support the creation of a communication plan to share the
project with local community partners and stakeholders.

Applicants must meet the
criteria:
e Be between 15 and 30 years of age at the start of the employment;
e Be a Canadian citizen, permanent resident, or person to whom refugee
protection has been conferred under the Immigration and Refugee Protection
Act;
e Be Legally entitled to work in Canada in accordance with relevant provincial
or territorial legislation and regulations.

e Ability to work autonomously and complete tasks in a timely manner
